I even found it 

helpful to develop information hand-outs so that my clients can follow along with me while I guide 

them to new levels of restoration. I wrote one called òSystems to Solutionsó and have them follow 

along with me as we seek solutions to their problems. This came about as I took some time to look 

into this area and documented some important points. 

Donõt fall into the trap of thinking òOh, I already know about thaté.so I donõt need to spend any 

time researching itó.  You would be surprised how much more we can learn if we take the time to 

dig deeper, study more and give God the opportunity to release more revelation to us. 

You can never get enough understanding about areas that pertains to your particular field.  And  

remember knowledge is a process, a building block of information that helps us to develop more 

comprehensive levels of understanding and expertise.  Enjoy your time of study, it will be a blessing 

to both you and your clients.
